Man and Measuring Time
Throughout history, man has devised many ways of keeping time.
Examples:

Sundial: A device for telling time of day by the shadow which sunlight produces on the instrument.
Ropes: When burned, knots tied at regular intervals would measure time.

Candles: The candles would have grooves carved into them and, when burned, each groove represented a specific amount of time.

Hourglass: It tells time by means of sand trickling through a narrow opening.
Water Clock: It measures time by allowing water to drip from one marked container into another.

Mechanical Clocks: They were invented in 1656.
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
