My Personal Timeline
TIMELINE: A means of showing, in chronological order, the important people, events and ideas that identify a particular time and place.

ASSIGNMENT:
Students are required to prepare a timeline of their lives. Each timeline must display 10 events from their lives, 10 historical events that occurred during their lives, and, finally, 5 personal future events. Timelines must be built to the following scale: 1 year = 1 inch.

METHOD:
1. Students will construct a time line poster (remember the scale) of their lives and post the 10 events that they have lived through. Photos or drawings will gain you creativity points. (Example: the day you graduated from elementary school)

2. Students will then post 10 historical events that they have lived through. Again, photos or drawings will gain you creativity points. (Example: Sept. 11, 2001)

3. Students will then predict 5 things that they see happening in their future. Once again, drawings will help the cause. (Example: the day you get your license)

4. Students will then double-check their assignments before handing them in. Is your name on it? Do you have all 25 events posted?
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ASSESSMENT:
Students will be marked out of 25 with the following breakdown:
