To Kill a Mockingbird Final Project

Choose to complete ONE of the following projects as your final creative extension for this unit.  
The project is due on _____________________________________________________.  
You will have three class periods to work on your project. I expect you to bring all required materials to class.  
1. Scout’s Scrapbook: Compile a scrapbook of memorabilia that Scout might have collected or come across during the novel.  All artifacts must include a caption with where she got it and its significance to her.  You should have at least ten pieces of memorabilia.
2. Multimedia Presentation: Create a video trailer for a movie that would be made of the book.  Your final project must be at least 2-3 minutes in length.  
3. Boo’s Diary: You may use drawings you invent, pictures you cut from magazines, small objects, or simply write the entries.  What do you think Boo is thinking as he goes through the events of the story and his part of the plot?  How does he see those events? How does he see the children?  What does he think is happening?  How can you show what he thinks is happening without words?  Diary must have 7 entries, (3/4page-1 page typed).
4. Write the last scene: The catch with this assignment is that you must rewrite the final night as Boo Radley or Bob Ewell (pick one) might have told it.  Some things to consider:  Explain why you were out walking late that night?  Were you waiting for the children?  How come you had a knife?  Must be at least two pages typed, double spaced, in length. 

5. The Fourth Estate: Create a newspaper that may have been issued in Maycomb the week following Tom's trial. The date is the summer of 1935. Include two articles about current events from the novel. Remember to answer the journalistic questions: who, what, when, where, and why. Your paper should also include an editorial about a controversial issue facing the people of Maycomb, a letter to the editor from a citizen of Maycomb, a church news article, and an obituary of someone from the novel who died. Articles should have headlines; the paper should have a name. Present in a newspaper format.
6. “Prose” and Cons: Write a minimum 20 line poem from the point of view of any character in the novel except for Scout. The poem should include one quote from the novel. Create an appropriate title for your poem. This must be typed; handwritten poems will not be accepted.  You will also write a reflection on (1) why you chose your particular character, (2) explain the mood of your poem, and (3) explain what message you hope to convey. 
7. Graphic Novel: Recreate the story in a graphic novel format.  Choose what you feel are the most important scenes and tell the story of To Kill a Mockingbird.  You will be marked on the scenes chosen and the effort/quality of artwork.  Your graphic novel should include at least seven scenes from the novel, keeping in mind that the pictures can be whatever size you wish.
8. Music Album: Make a playlist (burn a CD, create and share a YouTube playlist with the songs, or find a way of sharing the music with me) of at least ten (10) appropriate songs that represent the themes / characters / events in the story. Design the album artwork. Also, make liner notes that explain the relationship between the songs and To Kill a Mockingbird. In short, make sure there is at least one paragraph written for each song. Each paragraph should make connections between the song and the book. It should be evident from these paragraphs that you read the book, and that you fully understood the themes and how they are connected to the lyrics of the songs you have chosen.
9. Historical Connection: Research the Scottsboro Trials of the 1930s. Summarize the events, surrounding events, trials, and outcomes in a few paragraphs. Using a graphic organizer, compare and contrast the events of the Scottsboro Trials with that of To Kill a Mockingbird.
