Hit the Slopes
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sketching a Graph
· Work together in partners. One partner is the storyteller, and the other partner is the sketcher. 
· Work together to create a set of horizontal and vertical axes using the graphing paper provided. 
· The horizontal axis should have 50-meter increments that reaches at least 400 meters. This is the distance. 
· The vertical axis should have increments of 5 km/h that reaches at least 25 km/h. This is the speed.
· Once the axes of the graph have been constructed, the storyteller can read the passage from below. While the storyteller is reading, the sketcher should be sketching a graph that represents the story.
· Make sure the storyteller gives the sketcher plenty of time. 
· The graph should reflect the story you will read. 
· Every time the steepness of the graph changes, calculate the slope.
· Once the graph is complete, compare the graph with that of a another partnership.
